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Abstract
This research has been in the College of Education in the Humanities at the
University of Babylon during the academic year (2013-2014). The problem lies in
the research that the students different in their behavior when they are exposed to
events or similar positions. When Provoked students Bmther one similar (verb) the
response (reaction) will be different and varied, and the reason for this is due to the
difference in the growth of the mind to have. On this basis, the current research is
trying to answer the following question: What is the level of integrated
developmental model of the mind among the students of the university?
The importance of the research lies in being the first study of its kind to address the
Arab variable search (Integrated Developmental Model of the Mind) have an
important category of Iragi society who are university students. And at the same time
IS @ new addition to the studies that have addressed the issue of the mind. It also
highlights the importance of research in the findings, which could be invested by
other researchers in the future. The research community consisted of (4010) students
from the third grade students in the faculties of the University of Babylon. The
appointed Vtkont of (400) students of students of natural science disciplines
(scientific) disciplines and students of Social Sciences (Humanities), accounted for
about 10% of the study population, were selected at random stratified. (168) of the
sample of male students at a rate (42%), and (232) of female students at a rate (58%).
(196) of respondents academic specialization and by the natural sciences (49%), and
(204) their respective academic and social sciences (51%). The objectives of the
research are to identify the following:
1-level Integrated Developmental Model of the Mind among the students of the third
row in the scientific colleges and Humanities at the University of Babylon.
2- statistically significant differences in the level of Integrated Developmental Model
of the Mind among the students of the University of Babylon third rows, depending
on the variables of sex (male - females), and specialization (Science - a human).
To achieve the target of the search, the researcher prepared a measure of the
integrated developmental model of the mind consists of (3) sub-scales. After
confirming the veracity of the scale, the researcher applied the measure on individuals
appointed in the faculties of natural sciences (scientific) and social sciences faculties
(Humanities) at the University of Babylon during the period between (1- 30/04/2014).

After unloading data scale and processed statistically using the test (Z-Test) for one
sample, and analysis of variance duo of samples of unequal size, was reached the



following conclusions: 1- that the sample has a high level of model developmental
integrated mind.

2-There are no differences between male students and female students
(female) in the developmental level of the integrated model. And the presence

of statistically significant differences between college students and college
students scientific humanity, for the benefit of students of science college.
